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EGYPTOMANIA IN ANCIENT ROME

Abstract. Egyptomania is not only an admiration for and appropriation of
ancient Egyptian heritage but also a reinterpretation of Egyptian culture.
Egyptomania is not unique to the 19th-21st centuries. After ancient Rome
conquered Egypt in 30 BCE, the Romans were impressed by Egyptian culture,
art, religion, and traditions. The Roman civilization characteristically used
Egyptian styles and types of buildings (obelisks, Pyramid of Cestius) in its
architecture and art. Many obelisks were brought from Egypt as trophies, while
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some were crafted in Rome in the Egyptian manner. Roman art incorporated
Egyptian motifs, particularly images of sphinxes, scarabs, hieroglyphs, and
Egyptian gods in frescoes, mosaics, and sculptures. Luxury items from Egypt
were found in the homes of wealthy Romans. Egyptian motifs were reflected on
coins and everyday objects. Temples dedicated to Isis and other Egyptian gods
appeared throughout Rome and the empire.

Egyptian religious ideas influenced Roman beliefs. There was also a
growing intellectual interest in ancient Egypt in the works of historians and
philosophers. Romans often interpreted Egyptian symbols and images within their
own context, not always understanding their original meaning. Egyptomania left
a significant mark on Roman culture and art. The most prominent symbol of
Egyptomania in Rome became the erection of obelisks — monolithic stone
columns covered with hieroglyphs. Some well-known Roman obelisks that
survive to this day (the Lateran Obelisk, the Flaminio Obelisk in Piazza del
Popolo, and the Montecitorio Obelisk) remain important symbols of modern
Rome, attracting tourists. Egyptomania became an important component of
Roman culture and architecture, symbolizing the might of Rome and the emperor
himself, and also giving cities, especially Rome, a new appearance.
