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THE RISE OF ANCIENT BABYLON DURING THE RULE OF
HAMMURAPI (1792-1750 B.C.E.)

Abstract. The article describes the activities of the famous ruler of ancient
Babylon, Hammurabi (1792-1750 BC), who turned Babylon into a powerful center of
the ancient world, leaving a noticeable mark on the history of civilization. Babylon
experienced periods of foreign domination and destruction throughout its history, it
remains a symbol of power, wealth, beauty and culture to this day. Hammurabi, the
sixth king of the First Amorite Dynasty, was one of the most famous figures in ancient
history. He was an outstanding commander who united Mesopotamia, a capable
politician and administrator. Hammurabi's domestic and foreign policies contributed to
the significant rise of Babylon. The strategies chosen by the ruler turned Babylon into
amajor political, economic and religious center. Hammurabi skillfully used diplomacy,
a chessboard of coalitions and military actions to expand borders, strengthen power,




and strengthen authority. By 1755 BC, Hammurabi united all of Mesopotamia under
the rule of Babylon, contributing to its rise and transformation of a small city-state into
a large territorial state. He managed to conquer the cities of Isin, Uruk, Ur, Larsa,
capture Mari, Eshnunna, and contribute to the rise of ancient Babylon. Internal reforms
were important factors in strengthening Babylon: the development of infrastructure
(irrigation canals, temples, city fortifications), which contributed to economic growth
and prosperity, and the reorganization of the administrative system. The key element
of Hammurabi's activities was the Code (Laws) - a collection of laws that not only
ensured legal unification and social stability, but also reflected the complex social
structure of Babylonian society. The reign of Hammurabi is a turning point in the
emergence of Babylon as a dominant power in Ancient Mesopotamia.
