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78/49 mm; alta este situata pe parietalul sting in apropierea suturii sagitale si are
dimensiunea de 52/26 mm). Probabil au fost realizate prin metoda razuirii cu un
instrument plat folosit intr-o miscare de rotatie pe suprafata osului, care a fost
erodat pana la formarea unei gauri complete.

Analiza noastra indica faptul ca in cazul perforatiei din partea dreapta a
existat o regenerare osoasa ceea ce inseamna ca subiectul a supravietuit un timp
dupi operatie. In cazul perforatiei din partea stanga, nu existd dovezi pentru o
tendinta de inchidere a acesteia.

De asemenea au mai fost identificate: traumatism la nivelul parietalului
drept, osul Inca tripartit, perforatie la nivelul sternului si nodulii Schmorll pe
vertebrele dorsale si lombare.
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ETHNIC MOTIVES IN VOLODYMYR IVASYUK'S (1949-1979)
SONGS

The creativity of the Ukrainian composer Volodymyr Ivasyuk, a native of
Bukovyna, is well known both to the residents of Ukraine and the whole world.
And mainly Ivasyuk's songs gained the fame among every generation of ukrain-
ians. The secret of such success is that the motives of the songs are indeed very
close to folklore and contain distinct ethnic elements.

Volodymyr grew up in a family that greatly respected folklore and folk
art elements. Volodymyr Ivasyuk's father was an outstanding writer and folklor-
ist. He collected folk and little-known fairy tales in Bukovyna. For example,
Ivasyuk's most famous song — “Chervona Ruta” from 1970. The song is almost
an unofficial anthem of Ukraine. And the red rue flower has long been perceived
as a symbol of pure and eternal love.

The leitmotif of the folk legend is that a girl who finds a red rue and gives
it to a young boy will be happy in love. Ivasyuk successfully plays with this
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legend, using in his poem such images as “sadness”, “hope”, “dream”, “beauty”,
and on the other hand, depicts the magical world of the Carpathian nature and
folk fortune-telling and beliefs about the power of love. Heworked on the song
for three years (from 1967 to 1970). The image of the ukrainian mother was cre-
ated by Volodymyr Ivasyuk in the songs “Cranes flew away” and “Ballad of
mallows”. The mother is waiting for her childto come from the war. And the
daughter — here she is, under the window mallow blossomed. A mother at whose
feet people bow, who will never stop waiting... There was something tragically
prophetic about this song.

In general, VVolodymyr lvasiuk not only created his own songs, but also
arranged folk songs. To this day, his arrangements of folk melodies are perceived
as revolutionary.

Asemenea descoperiri sunt
reprezentate prin situle de tip Eggers 18-20 descoperite in necropola de la
Poienesti si In mormintele izolate de la Mana si Sipoteni, precum si de o catarama
gasitd la Mana. Toate aceste descoperiri dateaza, cel mai probabil, intre sfarsitul
sec. II si primele decenii ale sec. I a.Chr. si sunt rezultatul unor contacte si
mobilitadti umane ce au avut loc in spatiul est-carpatic in acest interval
cronologic.

In cadrul comunicirii noastre ne vom focaliza atentia pe particularitatile
constructive, delimitarea analogiilor si cronologia unor astfel de piese.
