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Foreword

A well-known expert on economic history of the Middle Ages, historical geography, professor at
many famous European universities, the head of the department of history of medieval economy at
the Lviv University (1921-1942) Franciszek Buiak (Buzhak) said a catchphrase that impressed me
with its power: «A history of economy is not a history of science, but a history of life». This phrase
sounded in his speech «The history of economic relations» at the Jagiellonian University on
November 15, 1905.

This is what confirms my interest in the economic history of my small motherland - Galicia. As
transport and communication have always been the driving force of economic development and
progress, it is not by chance, that | pay so much attention to the given issue.

Transport includes numerous types - rail, road, air, water, pipeline etc. Each of these types had
in Galicia different importance for development of society and economy, but together they formed a
common transport system of the region.

Transport system of Galicia during the times of economic prosperity was always supplemented
with post, telegraph and telephone communications. The beginning of post communication
contemporized practically with development of various types of overland communication — post
roads, cart ways, highways, airlines and water ways. Thanks to post and telegraph communications
there was a systematical development of such types of transport as air transport, railway transport
etc.

Collected statistical material allows to describe in detail the structure and features of
development of railway transport. We consider this type of transport to play a leading role in
Galicia in terms of economic development of the region. We could find less information on overland
communications, urban transport, post and telegraph communications. Very little information is
still enough for general description of air, water, cable-air and pipeline types of transport.

The study consists of nine chapters describing all types of transport, post and telegraph
communications in Galicia since their establishing until the beginning of the World War Il. The
first chapter describes three main stages of railway network forming, provides detailed information
on strategic, local and narrow-gauge railways, roadside infrastructure, rolling stocks, famous
railway workers of the region. The second chapter represents description of overland road network
and its role in development of motor transport. The third, fourth, fifth, sixth and seventh chapters
are devoted to air, water, pipeline, urban, funicular and cable-air types of transport. The eighth
chapter describes the history of beginning and development of post, telegraphic and telephone
communications in Galicia. In the last chapter there are photographs of securities of transport
companies of Galicia.

Basic principles | found out when collecting and processing material, making conclusions are as
follows:

1. Galicia as an integral part of prevailing states’ economy attracted attention only from
Austria (then - Austria-Hungary), thus the region had practically the entire infrastructure of
transport and communication networks, especially highways, railways, post and telegraph
stations.

2. Destroying of transport system by the Russian Empire during the World War | threw
communication industry back to the past for decades.

3. Poland during the interwar period realized only technical improvement of transport and
communication networks, not paying attention to their development. In those times some
branches of transport infrastructure declined.
